You will need a bank card to sign up and will have to pay £5.00 credit into your account. And,
have to know the person’s full name, prison number and location.
Emails cost £0.40 each and you can pay £0.25 extra to receive a reply.

Prison Voicemail enables family or friends to exchange voicemail messages with someone in prison.
To sign up you will need a phone number, the full name and prisoner number of the person in prison
and a bank card.

The cost is paid by the account holder, who can choose a monthly package. The package comes
with a set number of minutes each month. The person in prison does not pay anything.

Serious concerns about welfare or safety of someone in prison

This is a very stressful time for everyone.

If you have serious concerns about the physical or mental health of someone in prison, you can
contact the prison Safer Custody team.
